Supporting engineering in maintaining an accurate system map by verifying facilities in the field and/or re-staking lines when requested to show accurate configuration in the field. Maintaining records necessary for work order accounting procedures and supporting the formulation of work plans and reports required by the RUS and all other regulatory agencies.
